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Invention Name:

Find-line bookmark

Summary:

An innovative bookmark for readers of all books. Its smart design allows the reader to commence reading from the exact spot they finished on.
Product description:

This product consists of a plastic clip attached to the rear of the bookmark, and a slide bar running horizontally across. It functions by simply clipping the bookmark to the page and manoeuvring the slide bar up or down to the line you want marked. The bookmark itself has little holes running vertically down the middle, and the slide bar has a rubber plug attached to it. This allows the slide bar to be fastened to the bookmark at the corresponding line in the book, and the plastic clip deters the bookmark sliding up or down the page. This invention is an adaptation of something everybody owns, ‘a bookmark’.

Current solutions:

The Find-line bookmark has two main solution breakthroughs. 

1. It allows the reader to cease reading at any time and re commence at the exact same spot they left on. This in turn cuts out double reading a page to find where you are up to in a book. Double reading a page can cause problems of its own.
(a) The reader looses interest in reading the book, and

(b) The reader forgets where they were up to and hence begins reading where they assume they were up to and looses track of the story.
2. It cuts out over reading relating to headaches and migraines. How many times does a reader force themselves to get to the end of a chapter so they know where to resume reading next time.This in turn also leads to loosing the storyline or plot of a book because the reader was to tired to be reading and just wanted to get through the chapter. The reader then wakes up the next morning with a splitting headache or has developed one before they got to sleep. This bookmark gives them the answer to stop at anytime they wish and know exactly where they are up to for next time.
Job identification and market appeal:

The Find-line bookmark is perfect for many situations where readers have to stop reading abruptly or without warning. This could be in the subway on the way to work, in the office or at home when the baby has awoken.

This item will attract any gender and age that love reading and are looking for a new bookmark. What this bookmark stands for is what will sell it. When readers shop for bookmarks they do not just grab the first one available on the shelf. They actually take time to observe them all and until now have only had the choice of what appeals to them with pictures, or the one that has their star sign on it. To see a bookmark that has a different look about it with added components, and to actually see that it has more than just one purpose of keeping a page, readers from all walks of life will jump on these because above all in the hustle and bustle of today’s society, the Find-line bookmark acts as a convenience.

Competition:

My research has showed that the only item in direct competition to the Find-line bookmark is the standard bookmark we are all familiar with. Nothing I have seen matches it in design or purpose.

Suggested distribution:

Sales at retail stores would be the ideal market place for this item. To actually have it sitting on the shelves for shoppers to see and compare is the advantage point. Because of the nature of this item it can be displayed in a vast variety of retail stores. Book shops, supermarkets, art and craft stores and even health shops that hold remedies for migraines and sore eyes would be ideal to promote this item.

Catalogues would be a beneficial source as well.

Stage of development:

I do not have a prototype but have provided a rough sketch of item explaining the working parts and what they are made from. This item would be very cheap to develop and produce.
Price:

I estimate the cost of production to be under 50 cents per unit and by comparing the completed product to a standard bookmark in Australia alone could sell for anywhere from $4.00 to $6.00 per unit. With the American, European and Asian economy and dollar stronger than ours, it could sell for even more.

Extensions:

Art work or prints to cover the bookmark to help with its appeal and design which I am sure a manufacturer will include.
